Communicate — Be very clear about your
vision for the church, any goals you set,
and the purpose for the goals. When you
think you have said it enough say it one
more time. People are just beginning to
get it.

Move — Move at a pace the church can
follow. One leader said, “If you think
you are leading and no one is following
you are just taking a walk.” As a pastor,
you want to be out front of your people
but not so far that they cannot see you!

Preach — Preach sermons that teach the
church the importance of taking down the
walls and reaching into the community.
Base this on the model of Jesus and the
model of the first century church.
